Illinois School Health
and Safety for All

A new report from the Chicago Medical -
Legal Partnership for Children outlines an
incomplete patchwork of health, wellness,
and safety regulations within the lllinois
school system; compares charter and dis-
trict-run school policies toward manage-
ment of chronic and other health -related is-
sues; and recommends streamlining and im-
proving health, wellness, and safety within
the lllinois charter system in order to foster
healthier schools, students and communi-
ties.

The report found that only a small percent-
age - 8 of 77 lllinois health, and safety regu-
lations - that apply to public schools are also
applicable to charter schools throughout the
state. "Every student deserves the same
health and safety protections that children
across the state - or a district - are entitled
to," states lllinois Representative Robyn
Gabel (18th District), who is sponsoring leg-
islation HB 1360 to amend the Charter
Schools Law to better protect the health and
safety of all lllinois students.

(Continue@-Ifirloimn piaggeSchool
growing sector of public education in the Unit-
ed States, and that charter school laws in
many other states contain health and safety
language similar to lllinois, this report has na-
tional as well as local implications.

The report, which additionally focuses on poli-
cies toward food allergies, asthma, self -
administration of inhalers and Epi -Pens, and
annual medical information requests, found
the nation's third largest urban school district,
Chicago Public Schools (CPS), to have health
and wellness policies that go above and be-
yond lllinois state law. Amy Zimmerman, re-
port co-author and longtime director of the
Chicago Medical -Legal Partnership for Chil-
dren commends CPS, noting, "Successful
health and education outcomes go hand in
hand.

HOW TO GET ASSISTIVE
TECHNOLOGY FOR YOUR CHILD
by Erin Shel don

Family Connect Editorial note: With school back
in full force, you may be concerned about how the
school year will progress. Assistive technology is

an important component of your child's accommo-
dations, but sometimes the expense can be a hur-
dle. We're delighted to welcome Erin Sheldon as a
new guest blogger, sharing her story about work-

ing with the schools to get her daughter Maggie

an iPad.

Then we tend to say, "OK, that's all legit, let's
start comparing our possible solutions." An
iPhone could very well be the best possible
solution.

What matters is that the teen has not come to
us with her own pre -determined solution.
When a parent says to the school, "my kid
needs an iPad," the parent likely has some-
thing specific in mind. The parent has likely
seen an iPad provide an opportunity to anoth-
er child and the parent wants her child to have
the same opportunity. The parent is really say-
ing, "My child needs to be able to communi-
cate. Needs to be able to engage with digital
materials rather than paper in order to en-
hance attention. My child needs a keyboard or
TTS or STT. My child needs a mobile way to
search the web. She needs a way to show what
she knows and who she is. My child needs
easily adapted materials on the go. My child
needs access to 1000s of photos and videos to
communicate and engage with the world."

| tell parents that when they ask for an iPad,
they have left the school team out of the prob-
lem-solving process. If people aren't part of

| do workshops for parents on effective advo-
cacy. | compare a parent asking for an iPad to
a teenager asking Mom for an iPhone. If your
teen comes to you and says, "Mom, | NEED an
iPhone!" We all say, "no, you don't, and here
is why."

But if our teen comes to us and says: "Mom, as
a new driver, | need a way to always find my
way home and find my destination. | need a
way to get in touch with you at all hours. I
need a way to keep track of all my school as-
signments and deadlines. | need a way to rec-
ord my work and volunteer hours. | need a
way to organize all my school notes to help
me prepare for tests. | need a way to research
college options..."

the problem -solving process, then they aren't
invested in the solution. But we can never per-
suade people to a solution unless we agree on
the problem. So we need to start with what our
child needs to be able to do.

Anyway, | find parents really respond to this
kind of discussion and to this kind of analogy.

So often, the problem rests as much with the
rest of the IEP team. If the occupational thera-
pist (OT) does not believe the child can en-
gage in any kind of generative writing, then

she won't be problem -solving how the child
can access the alphabet. If the school team has
restricted literacy goals to matching letter
names and sounds then they won't be problem
-solving how the child can access texts for

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wide reading. We HAVE to discuss WHY we
need technology and access, in order to un-
cover the assumptions behind each profes-
sional's goals.

| say all this as a mom who went out and
bought my kid an iPad because the school
wouldn't. | say this as a mom who had the spe-
cial educator, general educator, OT, and SLP
all get together to approach me as a group to
tell me it was a waste of money to even con-
sider it. | say this as a mom who did it anyway.
| say this as a mom for whom iPad technology
was SO revolutionary for my daughter that our
school board's entire iPad pilot project was
performed in my daughter's school as an ex-
tension of what we had learned with Maggie. |
say this as a parent in a board who now rou-
tinely prescribes iPads as a tool for kids with
the most significant disabilities to access qual-
ity literacy instruction. | say this as a mom for
whom our school board AT specialist said to
me last May, "Can you believe that only a few
years ago we all thought Maggie had pro-
found intellectual disability, but just look at
her now."

And | say this as a mom who responded,
"Maggie hasn't changed. Her disabilities
haven't changed. What's changed is that she
now has the technology to provide access and
opportunity to show us what she knows."

For Maggie, the iPad has been a diagnostic
tool as much as an instructional tool. We now
understand her cortical visual impairment,
low vision, and auditory processing disorder
so much better than we did before. We now

understand much more about the accommo-

dations she needs in order to attend and

learn. This is information that was denied her
educational team before we had the option of
seeing her response to touchscreen mobile
technology.

Light for Blind

Why Does Someone Who Can't See Need to
Know About Light?

Because it exists! A child with visual impair-
ments should always have the opportunity to
explore the concepts behind everything to

which a child with sight is exposed, with spe-

cial attention focused on the fundamentals that
are often picked up naturally through visual

cues. A child that has been blind since birth
may never experience light and vision the

same way as someone with some or all of their
sight, but that doesn't mean he can't under-
stand the basic sciences of light and how it is
referred to in everyday life.

A Blind Child's Experience with Light

Your child has probably heard you talking
about turning the lights "on" and "off" in the
house or commenting on the bright sun shin-
ing outside on a pretty day. These are com-
mon references to light brought up on a daily

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basis.

| have memories of my daughter Madilyn
(blind since birth with bilateral anophthalmia)
finding the light switch on the wall, flipping it
up and down as she questioned its use, "What
does this do?" to which | replied simply, "It
turns the overhead light on and off." She
played with it for a bit longer before accept-
ing the fact that it made no difference to her
whether it was flipped up or down. Another
time she was sitting near the window and hap-
pened to move her hand out of the sunbeam
where it had been sitting long enough to be-
come warm. | sat back quietly smiling while a
sense of wonder came across her face as she
purposely moved her hand back and forth
from the shadows to feel the warmth of the
sunlight come and go. After a little while, 1
asked her about it and explained that what she
felt was the energy from the sun streaming in
through the window. These simple facts were
enough to fill her curiosity at the time, but as
she's grown older, I've struggled with explain-
ing that there is also light that can be seen, but
not felt. When | used basic scientific facts to
describe how light works, she was able to un-
derstand the concepts using tactile pictures
and memorizing key words.

Introduction to the Science of Light

There are a few basic facts that are beneficial
to learn. First, what exactly is light?

1 Light is a form of energy detected by the
sense of sight and makes things visible.
Light can be different colors, and the ab-
sence of light is what we refer to as the
"dark."

Light travels in a straight line but can be
reflected and bent in certain conditions.

=

1 Opaque, translucent, and transparent are
words that describe how objects make
light's path change, or not.

Take a moment together to explore your
home and other places your child is familiar
with like your car and the yard. Be sure to al-
low him or her time to use his hands and other
senses to examine different objects and areas
safely as you give verbal descriptions. Dis-
cuss whether they give off any light and be
sure not to leave out things that are out of
reach like the sun and stars, and overhead
lights that use a wall switch.
